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When a “donated” horse in service with the Fayetteville Police Department is retired due to age, injury, incompatibility, or other factors of unfitness, the City’s first effort will be to place the horse with the original owner, prior to the City’s ownership.  If that owner is no longer interested in re-acquiring ownership of the horse, the second effort will be for the Fayetteville Police Department to find a suitable home for the retired horse.  Once a suitable home is identified and approved by the Chief of Police and the City Manager, the City shall execute an agreement with the proposed buyer releasing the City from liability in consideration for the exchange of ownership of the horse at a price of $1.00.


When a “purchased” horse in service with the Fayetteville Police Department is retired due to age, injury, incompatibility, or other factors of unfitness, the Fayetteville Police Department will find a suitable home for the retired horse.  Once a suitable home is identified and approved by the Chief of Police and the City Manager, the City shall execute an agreement with the proposed buyer releasing the City from liability in consideration of payment of the retired horse’s fair market value in accordance with N.C.G.S. § 160A‑266.  However, if a purchased horse is found unsuitable for service with the Fayetteville Police Department within 90 days of the purchase date, then pursuant to an agreement executed by the City and the seller, such horse will be returned to the seller for replacement or for a refund of the full purchase price.
