MOTION:
Mayor Pro Tem Massey moved to go into closed session for an economic development matter, discussion of a personnel matter and consultation with attorney.

Discussion of transit bus system  

A.    Explanation of hourly labor rate

Lisa Smith and Jerome Brown presented this item.  Ms. Smith explained how the $25.00 figure was derived.  

B.    Recommendation regarding outsourcing

Jerome Brown presented this item.  Council Member Bates expressed concerns about the current system. Council Member Evans asked for information on bus shelters.  Mr. Brown responded the shelters should be up by the end of the year.  Mr. Brown further explained that a study was being conducted regarding current routing to determine if changes needed to be made.  Council Member Gonzalez inquired about van service for the proposed route expansion.

Council Member Worthy moved that staff come back to Council with a plan regarding outsourcing within thirty days.

C.   Reallocation of funds to the transit system

Council Member Haire stated something needed to be done about the transit system.  
MOTION:
Council Member Haire moved to take $100,000.00 from the general fund for transit.  

SECOND:
Council Member Worthy

Discussion ensued regarding the feasibility of taking money from the general fund at this time.

FRIENDLY AMENDMENT:


Council Member Williams made a friendly amendment that the funds be allocated for route expansion and not a particular route.  

VOTE:
Motion failed by a vote of 8 in opposition to 1 in favor (Council Member Haire)

MOTION:
Council Member Haire moved to take $100,000.00 from the general fund to be allocated for the most immediate need.  

SECOND:
Council Member Evans

VOTE:
Motion failed by a vote of 7 in opposition to 2 in favor (Council Members Haire and Williams)
Council Member Worthy asked for an explanation of the CCBC’s scope of work.  Mr. deViere explained the goals of the CCBC as included in the City’s contract with the CCBC.  Council Member Haire asked about the impact the reallocation of funds would have on the CCBC.  Mr. deViere explained the reallocation could impact any number of the CCBC’s programs.  Discussion ensued.  

MOTION:
Council Member Haire moved to reallocate $183,000.00 from the CCBC to route 15 of the bus system.  

SECOND:
Council Member Williams

Discussion ensued as to whether this was the appropriate way to assist the transit system.  

VOTE:
Motion failed by a vote of 6 in opposition to 3 in favor (Council Members Haire, Worthy and Williams)
3.   Update on stormwater issues

Kyle Sonnenberg and Bobby Teague presented this item.  Staff provided an update on quantity issues and explained they are working with the County to revise the ordinance.  The matter will come back to Council for the setting of a rate.  Staff presented a map on major stormwater infrastructure concerns.  Mayor Chavonne asked for a report on fees charged by other cities.
